Double Listing is permitted at a Limited Entry event that did not fill, meaning a dog can be listed in two of the divisions.  A dog must be eligible to be listed or run i.e., have a valid CRN.

And now to the usual facts:

Doors Open at 7:30 am each day

Measuring at 8:00 am on Saturday

Racing Starts at 8:30 am each day
Camping: The Caledonia Fairgrounds are not an ‘organized campground’ but the fair board does allow camping with limited facilities.  PLEASE don’t arrive until Friday!  Last fall, the fairground underwent a $250,000 renovation with new lights and power outlets so there are many 20-amp services and a water supply!  
Washrooms are open, but there are no showers.  If you are camping overnight the fee is $30.00 for the weekend per connection.  SRC’s own Heather Brooks will be visiting your campsite to collect your fees.  The fees help to defray the fairgrounds rental and the insurance costs required by the fair board.    

Parking:  Do not park in the Fire Routes or Handicapped Zones – you will be ticketed. 

Garbage:  Please deliver your garbage to the big bin.  
Dog Exercise Areas:  Please keep your dogs "under control" at all times.  Also we ask that you remember to Stoop and Scoop.  Bags will be available.  
Judges:  Our Head Judge is Mr. Josh Watson assisted by Mr. Glenn Hamilton.

We invite the Boxloaders to take a seat in the box judge’s chair immediately following their race and judge the next one.  Volunteers for Line judging are greatly appreciated and will be offered a nice warm seat.    Please stop by the Head Table for your ‘thank you Raffle Tickets’.  

Junior Handlers: The 2011 version of the NAFA Junior is available for presentations.  Did you know that the design of the pin changes each year!  If you are young, try to collect the whole set!

Format:  Teams have been divided into NAFA approved Divisions based on seed times provided by you. All divisions are Best 3 of 5.  Our seeding chart is available at someruffcomp.com.  
Awards:  Rosettes will be presented at the conclusion of Sunday’s racing

First and second place will be awarded in all Divisions; additionally third place will be awarded in Regular 3 and Open 2. 

NAFA Time Sheets:  Please remember to forward your team lineups to Emily at venhambeardedcollies@rogers.com  no later than noon on Thursday August 18th and we will gladly prepare your time sheets.   Please ensure that all information is complete and correct and the correct CRN’s are listed.  Sheets must be handed in prior to the start of your division’s racing and will not be altered after the start of competition.    

Scheduling and Warm-up Times:  Our racing is based on approximately 8 races per hour.  We’ll start with 2 minute warm-ups.  Only if necessary, will we move to a reduced length warm-up sometime during the day.  We will leave this decision up to our Head Judges.  The warm up starts as soon as the previous team removes their flyball box.


Please check the Race Counters near the racing lane for the Current Race #.  We will also be using Andy McBride’s ‘Flyball Geek’ so bring your internet enabled devices to keep track of who’s racing, on deck and in-the-hole!
